EDUCATION TAX REFUND 
 

The education tax refund will apply to common 
back-to-school items, including:

• home computers and associated costs 

• home internet connections 

• printers 

• education software 

• trade tools for use at school 

• school text books 

• stationery 

The refund does not apply to: 

• school fees 

• school uniform expenses 

• student attendance at school-based extra 

curricular activities such as excursions 

• tutoring costs 

• musical instruments 

• sporting equipment 

• school subject levies – eg payment for 

consumables for particular subjects 

• computer games and consoles
