GUIDELINES FOR SAFE USE OF THE PICK UP/DROP OFFEZON
ENDORSED BY THE P&C ASSOCIATION 11/06/08

Students are not to be dropped off at school prior to 8.30am in the morning.

In the afternoon, arrive at 3.00pm at the earliest. DO NOT QUEUE before 3pm. Students will arrive fro m
classrooms at approximately 3.05pm.

When entering school before 3.00pm park in designat ed parking spaces or in the street. If none are
available drive around the block, park and then ret urn. Do not park in the pick up zone.

Please remember that Emergency Vehicles (ambulance/ police) need access to the school AT ALL

TIMES. Queuing into Nielson Street and across schoo | entry gate would block emergency vehicles from
entering the school.

Service vehicles and parents also require access be fore 3.00pm. Parents often car-pool students to
sports carnivals and excursions, requiring dropping students off in the safety of the drop off zone. W hen
students are picked up early (sick/appointments) it is vital they have access to the car park as well as
parked vehicles that need to leave the car park bef ore 3pm.

Please be as quick as possible in the pick up / dro p off process.

Students should use the safety door / passenger sid e door - unless not practical i.e. baby capsule.

Parents should not leave their vehicle unless neces  sary to assist student.

Be patient as smaller children do take longer (i.e. seatbelt assistance).
Road rage in a school is highly inappropriate, be c onsiderate it is very busy but for a short period 0 f time
only.

Obey road rules at all times.

Consider traffic i.e. preschool and flow through tr affic along Elizabeth St. Do not queue across
intersection or in a manner to interrupt traffic. S pecifically; Elizabeth St, Eastside Place and Colle  en Place
(preschool).

Drive around the block, park and wait a few minutes if traffic queue is extensive.

Arrive after 3.10 when the queue has reduced. The p rincipal or other staff will stay with your child u  ntil
you arrive.

Be considerate of weather i.e. Umbrellas and rainco ats are going to take longer.

There should be no surprises; the pick up / drop of  f zone is busy EVERYDAY for about 15 minutes. EXPEC T it
to be busy and respond appropriately.



DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION AND TRAINING - HUMAN SWINEEU INFORMATION SHEET

Australia is entering a new phase in our responset o human swine flu, known as PROTECT.

The change in approach is because the virus strain is currently not as virulent as anticipated.

Generally the virus produces a mild disease in most people, a severe disease in some, and a moderate e ffect
overall.

This year it is likely many more people will come d  own with flu-like-illnesses than in recent winter f  lu seasons
because fewer people will have immunity to the huma n swine flu virus.

The aims of the PROTECPhase are to ensure that people at an increased ri sk of complications from influenza
are treated early to try to prevent severe illness from developing, and to help control outbreaks in s chools and
other institutions.

On the advice of NSW Health we no longer need to ex clude staff or students who have been to an area
where there is known community or school transmissi  on of human swine flu.

Any staff member or student who has been excluded f rom school and who does not have flu symptoms can
return to school immediately.

The school exclusion policy was inconvenient but it helped to limit the spread of disease in NSW schoo  Is.

As the number of cases of swine flu increases inth e community, school exclusions and closures are unl ikely to
help in limiting the spread of disease as many more children will catch swine flu outside school rathe r than in
school.

The NSW Department of Health thanks the parents and carers of NSW school students for their co-operati  on
with these measures while they were in place.

We still need to take steps to minimise the transmi  ssion of the virus in the community as some people in our
school community remain at increased risk of compli cations from influenza.

Instead of excluding people who may have been to an affected area, or who have been in contact with a
person with confirmed human swine influenza, we wil I now be asking any person with flu symptoms to sta  y at
home until they are well.

Any student who identifies that they are unwell, or is displaying flu-like symptoms will be sent to a  sick-bay
area and their parent or carer will be called to ta ke them home.

Please watch carefully for any signs or symptoms of flu-like illness in your child. These symptoms in clude fever,
cough, tiredness, muscle aches, sore throat, chills or shortness of breath. NSW Health has advised if  you or your

child develops flu-like symptoms you should seek th e advice of your family doctor as you would with an y other
illness.

Parents have an important role to play in helping t heir children understand and follow the government
hygiene advice. Your help to do this is appreciated

We understand there may be some ongoing concern in school communities. However, we can reassure you
that we have taken, and will continue to act on adv ice we receive from NSW Health to ensure the health ,
safety and wellbeing of our staff and students.
